As we get ready for St George’s, 
Willowdale to join us the Wardens and I 
have been very busy. There have been 
meetings between me and their Priest-
in-Charge, The Rev Steve Shaw; our 
Wardens and their Wardens; our Music 
Director and their Music Director; our 
leadership and theirs; our 
Sidespersons and theirs. I have met 
with the Readers, Intercessors and 
Chalice Bearers from St George’s. 
Some of these meetings went smoothly 
others not so smoothly. 
 
Steve and I have been meeting since 
June to create a working agreement 
and have developed a Covenant that 
has been signed by the Wardens and 
Clergy of both Parishes. This Covenant 
outlines our mutual obligations, 
provides for dispute resolution, sets a 
schedule for on-going meetings. 
 
A very brief synopsis: St Patrick’s and 
St George’s will join for Worship, 
blending Choir, Sidespersons, 
Readers, Intercessors, Chalice Bearers 
and Servers. Steve and I will alternate 
duties so that one Sunday I will preach 
and he will celebrate and the following 
week we will switch. The Preacher will 
celebrate and preach at the 8:00am 
service.

This is a challenge we can and will 
meet with grace and hospitality.
