The following is excerpted from the winter newsletter from Dr. Paul 
Thistle, of Howard Hospital, Glendale, Zimbabwe. 
 

 

 

 
“ …..  the community here is preparing the fields for the coming rainfall; at the 
hospital meandering queues of sick patients demand daily attention. 
 
 On his return from Canada in August 2009, Dr. Thistle discovered that 
physician staffing had been reduced from three to 1, due to a departure and a 
previously scheduled study leave – this resulted in staffing by one doctor, for 24 
hours per day, 7 days per week!  Surprisingly, most patients waited patiently in line 
until nine or ten p.m., a reflection of the continuing country-wide shortage of 
affordable medical care. 
 
 In Zimbabwe, the country has stabilized somewhat upon the adoption of the 
American dollar, but problems still exist.  Many young people unemployed with little 
hope for the future.  Prices have started to rise – farm workers earn an average of 
$30 per month; milk costs $2 per litre. 
 
 In the midst of national and economic uncertainties, the ministry of the 
Howard Hospital carries on.  2600 adults and children are now living positively on 
the antiretroviral drug cocktails at the HIV clinic.  These patients are back to work 
feeding their families and taking care of their communities.  Education remains key 
to preventing infection in young people, using outreach in schools, churches, 
workplaces, beerhalls.  We are opening the doors to an HIV-free generation with a 
“Children First”  program.  The HIV prevalence here has declined in adults to 11 
percent – we hope for single digit figures by year end. 
 
Please share with us in prayer for the following: 
·  national reconciliation and reconstruction, road safety, and security in 

Zimbabwe 
·  recruitment and retention of heath care workers.  We have hired a new 

Zimbabwean physician and have been blessed with recent Canadian 
volunteers 

·  our community-based projects:  Home Based Care, AIDS education, the Tariro 
“Hope” Clinic, the “Children First” program 

·  financial support for the daily operations of the hospital 
·  the completion of our construction projects: staff housing, midwifery school and 

new hospital building.  We are encouraged by new developments, but need 
funds and determination to complete our projects.”
